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DIMENSION X  came to the NBC Network April8, 1950.  This was good Science 
Fiction.  The stories were written by some of the best Sci-Fi writers of the time: 
Robert Heinlein, Isaac Asimov, Ray Bradbury, Kurt Vonnegut to name a few.  The 
program lasted just 50 episodes, leaving the air September 29, 1951.  The program
