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MR. and MRS. NORTH came to radio December 30, 1942.  The series was based on 
the stories written by Frances and Richard Lockridge for the New Yorker Magazine 
in the 1930’s.  First to portray Pam and Jerry North were Carl Eastman and Peggy 
Conklin.  They were followed by Joseph Curtin and Alice Frost.  They were 
replaced by Richard Denning and Barbara Britton for the latter part of the radio 
run ending in 1954.  The following is a list of the Mr. and Mrs. North programs in 
the AVPRO collection.
