Dashiell Hammett’s most famous detective of the all, SAM SPADE,  came to radio first on the ABC 
Network July 12, 1946.  There were a total of 13 shows on ABC.  Sam Spade was deemed so successful 
that CBS out bid the other networks for the series and Sam Spade staring Howard Duff in the title roll 
along with Lurene Tuttle as Effie, moved to CBS  in the Fall of 1946.  The program moved to NBC in the 
New Adventures of Sam Spade in September, 1949 and left the air for good in 1950.  This Log is a listing 
of the surviving shows of the series that includes the programs staring Howard Duff and the last programs 
staring Steve Dunn.
